INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
I appreciate your purchase. Feel free to contact me for any assistance that you may require at Stumble@WhyPush.com. Some will consider these instructions to be simple and others will find them to be frustrating. Whatever your mechanical ability is in the wiring system of your vehicle, working together I know that you will be proud of the end results.

TO START:
1. Never work on your bike when it’s HOT. Make sure your bike’s cool and parked on a flat surface.

2. I recommend that you remove your gas tank, seat and side covers at this time.

3. Find your battery and disconnect the NEGATIVE (-) cable. Negative battery cable must be disconnected from the battery in order to avoid safety hazards! Be sure as you disconnect the Negative cable that it does not touch or make contact with your Positive terminal.

4. I recommend that you test the LED wiring from the air box cover to verify that it will illuminate. To test it touch the Red (Positive) and Black (Negative) of the LED wires to the positive / negative pole of a small standard 9 volt DC battery.
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I test everything before it is shipped but you should test them also before you get everything all wired up on your bike and find out that it does not work.
WIRING THE AIR BOX COVER (Normally):

You were supplied with enough wire attached to the air box cover to reach from the cover, through the air box, to the battery. The wires should be run so that they exit your air box through the snorkel and clear of the filter. Depending on the model of motorcycle there may be a need to drill a small hole in the back of the air box body just big enough to push the wires through. I recommend a small bit of silicone caulk to seal the hole after the wires are run. Connect the end of the Black (Negative) wire to the Negative pole of your battery or any known ground wire using the supplied “3M Tap Connector”. Connect the end of the RED (Positive) wire to a wire that is only hot when the key is on using a supplied “3M Tap Connector”.  The lights will now be on whenever the key is turned to the on position.

WIRING THE AIR BOX COVER (with the Wiring Kit Upgrade):

With the Wiring Kit Upgrade I have already attached the 2 pin power plug to the air box cover LEDs. Enough wire is supplied to make the rest of the connections to finish the installation. The Air Box Cover wires should be run so that the other end of the 2 pin power plug wires exit your air box through the snorkel and clear of the filter (see 1st picture below).
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Connect the other end of the power connector’s wires to the wires running to the bike’s power source and ground using 2 butt connectors.
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In the red wire, somewhere between the 2 pin power connector attached to the bike and the power source, connect one end of the fuse holder using 1 Tap connector.

Connect the other end of the fuse holder to a wire going towards the power source using the other Tap connector. 
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Locate the power switch where you can push it without losing the proper riding position or taking your eyes off the road.

Connect one wire of the power switch to the red wire coming from the direction of the fuse holder using a butt connector. Connect the other wire of the power switch, using a Tap Connector, to a wire on your bike that is either hot all the time or a wire that is hot only when the key is in the on position. (wire colors differ between models; refer to the service manual of your particular model bike)
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Push the button on the switch and you have lights.

LED POD SELF-INSTALL INSTRUCTIONS

Clean the inside of the cover with soap and water to remove any remaining grease, oil, or residue. If possible, wipe with Isopropyl Alcohol to eliminate any residue. The pods are wired together so that the wire leads that go to the power source will exit the air box at the upper left corner, as viewed from the back of the cover with it oriented face down. When placing the pods on the inside of the cover, perform a test placement first.  I recommend placing the first pod 1” under the hole at 5 o’clock and second pod 1.5” away from the hole at 6 o’clock and so the wires will exit the air box at the upper left corner. Please refer to the 1st picture below for additional reference. Once positioned where desired, remove the backing on the 3M Velcro and adhere to the cover (refer to the 2nd picture below). This procedure can be ignored if you ordered your air box cover with the lights pre-installed or you never plan on changing them out for another color scheme and are installing them by some permanent method.
